AGM (19 APRIL 2010) (Abridged version)
There were 18 parishioners present at the AGM with apologies from the Chairperson for absence.

Fr Barr reported that we had had a successful year financially – from all sources – gift aid, parish shop and coffee mornings.  We had also done rather well liturgically with an increase in altar servers and the main services had been celebrated with good participation and attendances by parishioners.  

Sub-committee reports:

Gift Aid:
The scheme is doing very well and people were now using their envelopes for Special collections.  There are now 230 gift-aiders and a substantial income is expected from their donations.

200 Club:
There are now 210 members in this club and some changes have been made.  The monthly subscription has been increased to £3 and there are now 10 draws with prizes ranging from £15 - £100 and 2 special draws in June and November with prizes ranging from £15- £200.

Liturgy:
This year’s Easter Services were the busiest we have ever had and they had all gone smoothly.  

Deanery Pastoral Council:
These meetings are concentrating on the changing role of the DPC and they are finding their way forward and learning about good practice between Parishes.

Ladies Group:
The ladies have had a very successful year with good turnouts at most events.  They published their Mission Statement, which is:
Our mission is to provide social, spiritual and other events as occasions for the Ladies of the Parish to gather together.
